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WINTER TENNIS    
 
Believe it or not, it is time to send deposits for the 2005-2006 winter indoor tennis season. Unfortunately, 
the indoor clubs are not quite ready to commit to court times and fees (Ugh!).  Below are what we THINK 
we will have for court times, and an ESTIMATE of the costs. To secure a spot on this basis, complete the 
registration form on page 4.  We will refund your deposit if the times/fees do not meet your requirements 
when they are finalized.  Contracts fill up fast, so contract time will be assigned in the order the registration 
is received (first come; first registered)  
 
Please send attached registration form along with a deposit check, payable to WTCNCC for $108/person.  
Deadline for registration is March 15th.  If you are sending money for yourself and a doubles partner or 
several team members, please include contact info for all. The $108/person includes a $90 deposit for 
winter tennis, plus $18 annual WTCNCC dues.  You must be a WTCNCC member to play in these winter 
contracts. Membership runs March 1, 2005 to Feb 28, 2006, and still only costs $18 – What a Bargain! If 
you already sent your $18 in 2005, just indicate that on the registration form and send a check for $90. 
 
The contract format is women’s doubles.  If you do not have a partner, you can sign up as an individual 
and partners will be assigned on rotating basis. Please be certain your rating qualifies you for the contract 
for which you are applying.  You may play at your current rating or lower.  EXCEPTION: You may play at 
a level higher than your current rating, if you have participated on a higher level USTA team, during the 
previous season.  The DNCC 2.5 level contract is a new offering.  If we do not get sufficient interest, we 
will return deposits for that one.
